MUNDADAN, ANTHONY MATHIAS, born at Karingamthuruth, North Parur Taluk, India, on 12 November 1923; son of Varied Tharyaku and Teresa Varied (Mundadan). Primary education at L.P. School, Kongorpilly (now H. S. School).  Preparatory Class at St. Philomena’s Lower Secondary School, Koonammavu (now H. S. School). Fifth to 10th Forum (today’s fifth standard to tenth standard) at Sacred Heart High School Thevara.  Entered the noviciate at St. Theresa’s Monastery Ambazhakad, of the Congregation of Carmelites of Mary Immaculate in 1944, first profession 15 October 1945.  After 3 years of clerical studies, joined for philosophy and theology at St. Joseph’s Pontifical Seminary, Mangalore. Theological studies were continued at De Nobili College, Pune.  Ordained Priest there on 25 March 1953 and completed theological studies in 1953-54 and received MTh Degree in early 1954.  After a short period of teaching Latin and other languages to the CMI aspirants at Aluva, proceeded to Rome in 1955 to specialize in Church History at the Gregorian University.  Took licentiate in Church History in 1957, and PhD, in 1960. Teaching staff at Dharmaram College/Dharmaram Pont. Institute (now Dharmaram Vidya Kshetram), Bangalore, 1960--1990; Rector Dharmaram College Bangalore, 1975-78; President Dharmaram Pont. Institute, (Dharmaram Vidya Kshetram) Bangalore,  1976-80; Provincial Superior Carmelites of Mary Immaculate Congregation, Kalamassery, Kochi, India, 1972-75, 1990-96; Founder Director, Acharya Palackal Jeevass Kendram (Jeevass Kendram), Aluva, 1996.  Author: Arrival of the Portuguese in India and the Thomas Christians 1498-1552, 1967; Sixteenth Century Traditions of St. Thomas Christians, 1970; History of Christianity in India, 1984 (new edition 2001); Indian Christians: Search for Identity and Struggle for Autonomy, 1984; History and Beyond, 1997; Paths of Indian Theology, 1998; and 9 other important books, 6 booklets, about 70 articles (see bibliography).
