PREFACE

In 2006 SEERI published “Shimo” (The Book of Common Prayer)
in the first volume of the series “Awsar Slawotho” (the parallel edition of
Syriac prayers with their English texts). The second volume of this series
named “Thakso d Qurobo” contains Anaphorae of Xysuts, Dionysius Bar
Slib1 and M’kanashto of the Fathers.

This edition collects the prayers of the priest, the interventions of the
deacon and the replies of the congregation in a single volume. In the West
Syriac liturgical tradition in Kerala, the extant Eucharistic Liturgical texts
for the use of priests (i.e. Takso) do not contain the parts said by the deacon
and by the people. Similarly, the texts for the use of the people (i.e.
“Qurbanakramam’) do not contain the prayers of the priest. These lacunae
do not facilitate active and full participation. As a remedy for this situation,
SEERI now publishes the parts of the priest, the deacon and the

congregation in a single text. The parallel English translation will be useful
for the guests, friends and students of SEERI from all around the world
from Australia to. America. The English translation i1s taken from the
various available English translations of the Anaphorae. The prayers said
by the priest in a loud voice are printed in bold letters and his silent prayers
are in a box.

It is a great pleasure for SEERI to publish this text on the occasion of
the 8™ World Syriac Conference, in the hope that it may help those who are
interested in Syriac liturgy to delve deep into the authentic liturgical
spirituality of the Syriac churches. The structure of the Holy Qurbono
prepared by Dr. Jean-Paul Deschler, Protodeacon, is included here as an
appendix for a better understanding of the Holy Qurbono.
